Kurgan

Kurgan is our hometown. It is the administrative centre of Kurgan Oblast. Our town is
situated on the left bank of the Tobol River and the scenery around it is very beautiful.

The population of the town is about 330 thousand people.

An urban settlement was established here between 1659 and 1662 as Tsaryovo
Gorodishche by Timofei Nevezhin, a farmer from Tyumen. It served as a frontier post and its
fortified position enabled it to defend other Russian settlements from nomad (xoueBHHKH,
opomsrn) attacks. Nevertheless, it was itself not always able to withstand such attacks, and was
sometimes plundered (pasrpabien, pacxuimen) and burnt down.

Since that time it has continued to grow in size. And in 1782 Tsaryovo Gorodische was
renamed in Kurgan. The city was granted city privileges by the Empress, Catherine the Great.
The present name is taken from a large kurgan (burial mound) near the original settlement.

It became the administrative centre of Kurgan Oblast in 1943. Kurgan was awarded the
Order of the Red Banner of Labour in 1982.

In our town 13 Decembrists spent years of exile. Among them were Rosen, Naryshkin,
Bashmakov, Kyuchelbecker, and others. The Decembrists helped the poor, sacrificed money for
cultural development of Transurals. Citizens of our town were impressed by political
demonstration, which was held in 1845. It was here in Kurgan that Kyuchelbecker wrote his best
poems: “The Fate of Russian Poets”, “Kurganiada”, “The poem devoted to Maria Nikolaevna
Volkonskaya”. The houses of Rosen, Naryshkin and Kyuchelbecker are historical monuments
now. In 1975 a new museum — the Decembrists’ Museum was opened in Kurgan. It is a house
where Naryshkin and his family lived from 1833 till 1837.

Besides these, there are Kurgan Museum of Local Lore, Kurgan Museum of Art, the
Museum of Kurgan’s history (in the former house of a merchant), and Kurgan Museum of
Aircraft in the town.

Our town is a large cultural centre of the Western Siberia. It has some theatres: the Drama
Theatre, the Puppet Theatre “Gulliver”, the Little Theatre “Subbota”, four cinemas, and the
Philharmonic Hall. Many famous actors and singers gave their performances there.

Many Kurgan writers are well-known in our country: V.Potanin, L.Kulikov, N.Glebov,
L.Dedova. Their books were published in the monthly "Literaturnaya Rossia”, in magazines
“The Urals”, “Novy Mir”. Short stories of V.Potanin were translated into French and Polish.
Some stories of Glebov were published in Bulgaria and Hungary. L.Kulikov wrote a lot of books
for children.

There are some institutions of higher education in Kurgan: Kurgan State Agricultural
Academy, Kurgan State University, Kurgan Military Institute of the Federal Security Service of
Russia, Kurgan Railroad Institute, Kurgan branch of the Academy of Labour and Social
Relations, and some others.

Our town is also a home to Russian Ilizarov Scientific Centre for Restorative
Traumatology and Orthopaedics. Ilizarov’s method of transosseous osteosynthesis is applied
in 88 countries.

Several sports facilities are located in Kurgan. Among them are: the Ice Arena named after
Paryshev, the Ice Arena “Yunost” (Youth), two stadiums and two swimming pools.

Our town is an industrial centre of the region. The most important industries of the town
are: machinery manufacturing, metal working industry, electric power industry, medical
industry, light and food industry.

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The largest enterprises are: “Kurganmashzavod” (the machine building company which
produces the widely known BMP-1, BMP-2 and BMP-3 infantry fighting vehicles), “KAVZ”
(produces buses), “Kurgan Road Machinery Plant”, “Kurgan Woodworking Machines Plant”,
“Kurganstalmost” (produces bridge metalworks), and others.

Kurgan stands on the Trans-Siberian Railway line, between Yekaterinburg and Omsk. It is
served by two railway stations.

Kurgan is an important road junction of the Russian Federation. The Federal Highway
M51 “Baikal”, connecting Chelyabinsk, Omsk and Novosibirsk, runs through the town.

MILK

Dairy milk is an opaque white liquid produced by the mammary glands of mammals
(including monotremes). It provides the primary source of nutrition for newborn mammals
before they are able to digest other types of food. The early lactation milk is known as colostrum,
and carries the mother's antibodies to the baby. It can reduce the risk of many diseases in the
baby. The exact components of raw milk varies by species, but it contains significant amounts of
saturated fat, protein and calcium as well as vitamin C. Cow's milk has a pH ranging from 6.4 to
6.8, making it slightly acidic.

There are two distinct types of milk consumption: a natural source of nutrition for all
infant mammals, and a food product for humans of all ages derived from other animals.

In many cultures of the world, especially the Western world, humans continue to
consume milk beyond infancy, using the milk of other animals (in particular, cows) as a food
product. For millennia, cow milk has been processed into dairy products such as cream, butter,
yoghurt, kefir, ice cream, and especially the more durable and easily transportable product,
cheese. Industrial science has brought us casein, whey protein, lactose, condensed milk,
powdered milk, and many other food-additive and industrial products.

KEFIR

Kefir is a fermented milk drink that originated in the Caucasus region. It is prepared by
inoculating cow, goat, or sheep's milk with kefir grains. Traditional kefir was made in skin bags
that were hung near a doorway; the bag would be knocked by anyone passing through the
doorway to help keep the milk and kefir grains well mixed.

Kefir grains are a combination of bacteria and yeasts in a matrix of proteins, lipids, and
sugars. This symbiotic matrix forms grains that resemble cauliflower. Today, kefir is becoming
increasingly popular due to new research into its health benefits. Many different bacteria and
yeasts are found in the kefir grains, which are a complex and highly variable community of
micro-organisms.

YOGHURT
Yoghurt is a dairy product produced by bacterial fermentation of milk. Fermentation of
the milk sugar (lactose) produces lactic acid, which acts on milk protein to give yoghurt its
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texture and its characteristic tang. Soy yoghurt, a non-dairy yoghurt alternative, is made from soy
milk. It is nutritionally rich in protein, calcium, riboflavin, vitamin B6 and vitamin B12.

Yoghurt has nutritional benefits beyond those of milk: people who are moderately
lactose-intolerant can enjoy yoghurt without ill effects, because the lactose in the milk precursor
is converted to lactic acid by the bacterial culture. The reduction of lactose bypasses the affected
individuals' need to process the milk sugar themselves.

Yoghurt is believed to promote good gum health, possibly because of the probiotic effect
of lactic acids present in yoghurt.

ICE CREAM
Ice cream is a frozen dessert usually made from dairy products, such as milk and cream,
combined with fruits or other ingredients. Most varieties contain sugar, although some are made
with other sweeteners. In some cases, artificial flavorings and colorings are used in addition to
(or in replacement of) the natural ingredients. This mixture is stirred slowly while cooling to
prevent large ice crystals from forming; the result is a smoothly textured ice cream.

CREAM

Cream (including light whipping cream) is a dairy product that is composed of the
higher-butterfat layer skimmed from the top of milk before homogenization. In unhomogenized
milk, over time, the lighter fat rises to the top. In the industrial production of cream this process
is accelerated by using centrifuges called "separators”. In many countries, cream is sold in
several grades depending on the total butterfat content. Cream can be dried to a powder for
shipment to distant markets.

Cream produced by cows grazing on natural pasture often contains some natural
carotenoid pigments derived from the plants they eat; this gives the cream a slight yellow tone,
hence the name of the yellowish-white colour cream. Cream from cows fed indoors, on grain or
grain-based pellets, is white.

BUTTER

Butter is a dairy product made by churning fresh or fermented cream or milk. It is
generally used as a spread and a condiment, as well as in cooking applications such as baking,
sauce making, and frying. Butter consists of butterfat, water and milk proteins.

Most frequently made from cows' milk, butter can also be manufactured from that of
other mammals, including sheep, goats, buffalo, and yaks. Salt, flavorings and preservatives are
sometimes added to butter. Rendering butter produces clarified butter or ghee, which is almost
entirely butterfat.

Butter is an emulsion which remains a solid when refrigerated, but softens to a spreadable
consistency at room temperature, and melts to a thin liquid consistency at 32—-35 °C (90-95 °F).
The density of butter is 911 kg/m3.

It generally has a pale yellow color, but varies from deep yellow to nearly white. Its color
is dependent on the animal's feed and is commonly manipulated with food colorings in the
commercial manufacturing process, most commonly annatto or carotene.

CHEESE

Cheese is a food consisting of proteins and fat from milk, usually the milk of cows,
buffalo, goats, or sheep. It is produced by coagulation of the milk protein casein. Typically, the
milk is acidified and addition of the rennet causes coagulation. The solids are then separated and
pressed into final form. Some cheeses also contain molds, either on the outer rind or throughout.

Hundreds of types of cheese are produced. Their different styles, textures and flavors
depend on the origin of the milk (including the animal's diet), whether it has been pasteurized,
butterfat content, the species of bacteria and mold, and the processing including the length of
aging. Herbs, spices, or wood smoke may be used as flavoring agents. The yellow to red color of
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many cheeses is a result of adding annatto. Cheeses are eaten both on their own and cooked in
various dishes; most cheeses melt when heated.

Cheese has served as a hedge against famine and is a good travel food. It is valuable for
its portability, long life, and high content of fat, protein, calcium, and phosphorus. Cheese is
more compact and has a longer shelf life than the milk from which it is made. Cheesemakers
near a dairy region may benefit from fresher, lower-priced milk, and lower shipping costs. The
long storage life of cheese allows selling it when markets are more favorable.
