Katya Smolentseva: | know, in 1534 the Parliament named Henry head of the Church of England
and gave the King all the power in the country.

Patric Person: It's very pleasant you know our history well.

Katya Smolentseva: Tell me, please, Eva, is it true that the Welsh called their country Cymru?
Eva Ester: Oh, Katya! I'm really surprised! How do you know such facts?! You are very clever!
Katya Smolentseva: Thank you for a complement! [I've got them during the lecture by Mr Roger
Davis, a visiting

professor from Wales. If you're really interested you can look through my notes.

Patric Person: May I have a look?
